TO LOG IN TO “ASSISTMENTS” FOR THE FIRST TIME

2015 STATS4STEM AP PRACTICE
1. Go to www.assistments.org
2. Click “Get Started
3. Click “I am a student”
4. Enter state from drop down menu chose Massachusetts, now find Mendon-Upton under district and then find Nipmuc under the drop down for select your school.
5. Enter your first, middle and last names, birth date and grade.  Note-if you don’t have a middle name, you can leave it blank.
6. Leave the time zone as US/Eastern.
7. For password, use the same password you use to login to the school’s network.  Type it in and then type it again to confirm it.
8. Click “I am not a robot”-Type in the text from the security text box and hit enter.  If you have trouble reading it, you can reset it and try again.  Accept the terms & Hit register when done typing.
9. Click the Account tab in the upper right & screen shot this page so you’ll have it later
Now take a minute to record your login in the front cover of your agenda or math notebook.  Your login will be your 1st name, middle initial and first letter of your last name followed by the month and day you were born.  

Example:  Amy Elizabeth Gilchrist, birthday May 25  

Login would be:

amyeg0525

Be careful – occasionally the system will put a “0” on the end of your login!  See your login in the upper right corner in parenthesis near your name.
TO ENROLL IN MY CLASS

1. Click the STUDENT tab (upper left)

2. Under “Enroll in a class”

3. Choose your teacher from the drop down menu.
4. Choose a class to join ---ie. 2015 AP Statistics with a section of:  D or G Block
5. Click Enroll!

TO START YOUR ASSIGNMENTS

1. Click on your class in the upper left corner to show the assignment names.
2. Now click on an assignment (start with Getting Ready for Review-should be at the bottom).  Next, you can work on the 14 problem sets-30 problems each.

3.  Your 1st problem will come up.  Try to solve the problem and submit an answer.  

4. You can ask for hint(s) if you need help remembering how to solve the problem.  The last hint will actually give you the answer.  The hint button is at the bottom right of your screen.
5. If you get the problem wrong, ask for more hints or resubmit an answer until it is correct.

6. You may also have the option to break the problem into steps.  If you do this, you will have to answer the questions from the break down before you can go back to the original problem.
7. To get back to your enrolled class click the student tab, select the class and click on an assignment.  
8. When you have completed your work, click logout in the upper right hand corner of the page.
Notes: You can leave in the middle of a problem set and it will remember where you are.
